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Founded in 2003, the Orchestra Fiati di Valle Camonica is today one of the most 

authoritative and recognized realities in the European wind band panorama. Born from the 

meeting of musicians from Valle Camonica and Alto Sebino, the Orchestra has 

distinguished itself from its origins through an innovative artistic vision, oriented towards 

executive excellence and the enhancement of the great original repertoire for winds and 

percussion. 

The ensemble, in constant evolution, brings together graduates and students from the 

Conservatories of Darfo Boario Terme, Brescia, Bergamo and Milan alongside musicians 

from the wind band tradition, creating a solid, versatile ensemble of the highest artistic 

profile. This combination of skills, passion and territorial roots constitutes one of the 

distinctive features of the Orchestra. 

The artistic value of the Orchestra is testified by the numerous awards obtained over the 

years: at the International Competition "Flicorno d'Oro" in Riva del Garda, 1st prize in first 

category (2007), 2nd in Superior category (2011) and 1st prize in Excellence (2016), and 

at the International Competition "Vallée d'Aoste" in Saint-Vincent, where the ensemble in 

the Excellence category achieved the highest score in the history of the event, establishing 

itself as a reference point in the wind orchestra panorama. 

Alongside its competition activity, the Orchestra Fiati di Valle Camonica carries out an 

intense concert activity, performing in some of the most prestigious festivals and concert 

halls in Italy and Europe, including the Mid Europe Festival in Schladming, the 

Promenadenkonzert in Innsbruck and the WASBE World Conference in Utrecht, which in 

2017 selected it from among over eighty ensembles from four continents, as the only 

Italian group invited after 16 years. Also memorable are the performances at the 

Auditorium of Swiss Italian Radio in Lugano, the Teatro Grande in Brescia and the Tivoli 

Vredenburg in Utrecht. 

A central element of the Orchestra's artistic identity is its attention to contemporary music 

and original production for winds, witnessed by numerous world and national premieres of 

internationally renowned composers. 

The Orchestra has collaborated with some of the most important soloists, composers and 

conductors on the world stage, including Steven Mead, Øystein Baadsvik, Ronald Romm, 

Giuliano Sommerhalder, Mate Bekavač, Johan de Meij, Ronald Johnson, Douglas Bostock 

and many others. 

Conducted since its foundation by Maestro Denis Salvini, the Orchestra Fiati di Valle 

Camonica is today a reference point for artistic quality, cultural planning and the ability to 

combine tradition and contemporaneity, bringing wind music to the most prestigious stages 

and to audiences of all ages.
