Seeking to work at the crossroads of genres, he began his career early on as an arranger
and composer in projects combining wind and symphony orchestras with musicians from
jazz, folk, pop, and non-European musical traditions (BachAfrica, Conte des Sages du
Désert). He also works as a composer and orchestrator for special events, notably for
director Luc Petit, as well as for plays, museums, documentaries, and feature films.

His compositions for wind orchestra, often narrative and visual, have been performed in
numerous European countries, North America, China, and Japan. He represented Belgium in
the Wind Orchestra World Project. He has received numerous awards, and his works are
published in Belgium and the Netherlands. He fulfills his desire to share his passion for music
by conducting amateur orchestras (Harmonie La Concorde de Péronnes, Harmonie
Communale de la Ville de Tournai) and by teaching harmony at the Royal Conservatory of
Brussels.
